From Nishitetsu Fukuoka (Tenjin) station, take the Omuta line to Nishitetsu
Futsukaichi station (16 min Ltd. Express/ 18 min Express). Change to the Dazaifu
line and take the train to Nishitetsu Dazaifu station (5 min), and walk to the
museum (10 min). ※ No extra fee required for Express and Ltd. Express trains■ JR
From JR Hakata Station, take the Kagoshima Line to JR Futsukaichi Station (about
15 min by Rapid train). Transfer to Nishitetsu Futsukaichi Station (12 min walk
OR 6 min bus), take the Dazaifu Line to Nishitetsu Dazaifu Station, and walk to
the museum (10 min).■ Nishitetsu Bus
Take the straight bus bound for Dazaifu Station from Hakata Bus Terminal (Level
1, Gate 11, about 40 min), then alight and walk to the museum (10 min).
